e No horns allowed on animals being exhibited in market and breeding stock lots. Scurs are accepted if less than 1 inch in
length and loose from the skull.

e Clipping & grooming of any animal on fair property must only be done by exhibitor, parent, step-parent or legal
guardian of the exhibitor, a brother, step-brother, sister, step-sister or any other junior fair exhibitor at the Sheboygan
County Fair of the current exhibit year. Failure to follow this rule will result in disqualification and loss of premium

e All decisions made at the scale and/or chute are the decisions of the fair officials in charge and they are final

e All cattle (market and breeding) will be a fitting optional show

o Exhibitors are allowed to clip, wash, comb, blow and use hair conditioners
o Exhibitors are allowed to use adhesives, glues, powder or paint

e Meat Animal Sale (M.A.S.) will be held on Thursday at 7:15 p.m. during the fair.

o Weigh-In: Wednesday of fair week 5:00-7:00 p.m. Sheboygan County Fair will have a representative to verify final
weights. Fair superintendents will divide classes (based on sex and weight). If exhibitor’'s market animals fall into
the same weight class, exhibitor must then choose which animal will be judged.
